Due Dates:

Official AIM Attendance Policy:

excessive absences will be withdrawn from class.

Excessive absence is defined as follows: 8 consecutive hours of a lecture class, 12 consecutive hours of a lab/lecture class, or 30 consecutive hours of culinary class.

For the purposes of determining excessive absence, The Art Institutes International Minnesota does not distinguish between excused and unexcused absences because in either instance students have missed valuable learning experiences.

Instructor Attendance Policy:

If you are late, it is your responsibility to inform me of your arrival.  If you do not, you will be marked absent for the day. It is also your responsibility to keep track of your total time missed from class. Attendance is required to receive points for in class activities such as listening exercises, critiques and discussions.
