Assignment 1: “Project Portal” Static Web Page

Due Beginning of Class, Session 1, Week 2

Grade Value: 10 points.

Content Requirements:

Using the your student webspace account admin tool, complete the following tasks: 

1. Login and access your student web account using the “My Web Site” link at stu.aii.edu

2. Create four sub-directories in your public_html folder named: world, ball, seasons, final. DO NOT use capitalization, spaces, or special characters ($,%,^,&,*,#,@,!, etc.) in folders or file names.

3. Create one web page in a separate folder (under public_html called im1480) named index.html containing the following (use a sub-folder named “im1480” so that you can use the student webspace for other classes or web content):

a. your name, the name of this class, the quarter

b. your email address (as a link)

c. four relative links on the page, one to each of the four sub-directories that you created, labeled as follows:

“Assignment 2: The World”

“Assignment 3: Bouncing Ball”

“Assignment 4: Four Seasons”

“Assignment 5: Final Web Site” (May be omitted)

4. On the drop off drive under John Keston/im1480/<your name>/ create an internet shortcut containing an absolute link (the full URL) to the page you just created.

This page will provide the mechanism for me to grade your work throughout the quarter. Do not delete it, and make sure you upload your coming projects to the correct directory.

Technical Requirements:

The page must contain working links to each of your four sub-directories and a working link with your email address. It must have a title (I suggest your name, the quarter and the class or some combination thereof), and it must be named index.html.

Project Delivery:

The project must be uploaded to your student webspace or comparable account and publicly accessible across the Internet. 

Competencies:

· Understanding of client and server terms/concepts

· Understanding of relative, absolute and email links

· Use of student webspace system to upload, download and create directories on a web server

· Use of page titles

· Proper file naming conventions
