Bloom’s Revised Taxonomy: The Building Blocks of Knowledge

Creating: doing something new and different with information; the student assembles, constructs, creates, designs, develops, writes, formulates, combines, hypothesizes, invents, produces.

Evaluating: judging information; the student judges, appraises, assesses, rates, defends, supports, values, criticizes.





Analyzing: examining specific parts of the information; the student examines, compares, contrasts, differentiates, analyzes, tests, categorizes, distinguishes, subdivides. 





Applying: using the information; the student applies, demonstrates, dramatizes, illustrates, operates, uses, generalizes.





Understanding: understanding the information; the student explains, describes, classifies, summarizes, discusses, identifies, paraphrases.





Remembering: learning the information and remembering knowledge; the student recognizes, recalls, recites, lists, labels, names, repeats, defines�
